The Judicid Conference of the United States, at its March, 2001, Conference, approved the creation
of a separate Fee Schedule for Electronic Public Access (EPA Fee Schedule), to be effective July 1,
2001. Thefollowing items are included in the EPA Fee Schedule:

1. Electronic access to court data viadia up service: 60 cents per minute
